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OPPORTUNITIES AND CHALLENGES IN HIGHER
EDUCATION

ERMIAS KEBREAB, PHD, PROFESSOR OF ANIMAL SCIENCE, UNIVERSITY OF
CALIFORNIA, DAVIS
This is a brief summary of a presentation given in June, 2013 at the Eritrean

Community of Santa Clara, CA. The aim of the summary is to explore
opportunities and challenges facing high school graduates entering or
considering higher education based on a personal experience. My journey

started in Asmara, Eritrea and continues in the USA through the United

Kingdom and Canada.

Personally, | believe that higher education offers one of the
best ways for a successful and rewarding career and life in general. It is
by no means the only option but it has proven to be the most reliable
indicator of success in life. Immigrants in particular find it very
attractive because it affords them a path towards using their talent to
help themselves and others. As a first generation immigrant, it was
crucial for me to enter higher education as | felt that there is very little
other opportunity in the community that I must survive in once |
decided to immigrate. You hear people say that the US is the land of
opportunity.

CHALLENGES IN HIGHER EDUCATION

Having lived in three continents and visited several
countries in all liveable continents, the US is indeed a land
of opportunity with all of its shortcomings. There are a
number of opportunities for high school graduates and
others to enter higher education and pursue their dreams of

becoming a doctor, artist, mathematician etc. These

opportunities exist through the community college system
as well as hundreds of universities across the country.
There are also challenges in pursuing higher education,
particularly regarding the cost of education.

However, there are several ways one can meet these
challenges. For example, scholarships for those with good
high school grades are available at several universities.
One can start community college after high school and
then transfer to prestigious universities after two years.
There are several funding agencies interested in helping a
specific group of the community and government programs
such as loans are also available. Perseverance is key in
obtaining funding as there are always hundreds of people
competing for the same funding. So prepare yourself for a
lot of rejection letters but in the end it will be well worth it.

Once in higher education, the job of networking starts.
Every job i have had thus far has been through networking.
It is extremely important not only to get a job but also for
continuing education to a graduate level. Various
opportunities will be available for someone who works
hard to expand her or his networking activities.

In college, it is wise to seek out a professor who works in
the area you are interested in and asking her/him to
participate or help in their laboratory. In the summer
months various internship opportunities are available so
you should take advantage of them. This will eventually
help you in expanding your network graduate school and a
career in your chosen field.

Our
parents all came out here and raised us because they
thought it was a place . where we could discover a
potential within ourselves and have something better than
they had.That includes doing well in school, every kid has
heard that at some point in their lives, so this is not new,
just a reminder. But 1 am adding a note to that reminder:
there are a lot of ways to make our parents proud. The
definition of success grows bigger with every generation.
If there is something that you are very good at, or
something that you really care about, take yourself

seriously and make yourself proud.

Make your family proud. Make your community proud.
We may not see each other often but believe me when
an Habesha person is doing good for themselves,
everyone feels it.

So when you think about family legacy, making your
parents proud, don't just view it as a stressful burden
of expectation. View it as an opportunity to make
yourself into the person that you want to be.
